daily activities to the World Famous Gold -[2] Silver Pap Shop,[1] a family business 24-hours opened in the years 1989[2] and originally run by patriarch Richard "Old Man" Harrison, his son Rick Harrison, the son of Rick "Big Hoss" Harrison, and the childhood friend of Corey, Austin "Chumle" Russell? The series, which became the highest number of network shows[3][4] and the No. 2 reality show behind Jersey Shore, debuted in July 26, 2009.[5][6] The series describes the interactions of staff with customers, which lead to a variety of artifacts to sell or
engage, and which are shown to trade on the price and discuss its historical context, with narrative provided by Harrison or Chumle. The series also follows interpersonal conflicts between the cast. A reviewer referring to these conflicts described the show as an Antiques Roadshow version "diverted by the American Chopper's Teutual family". [7] The TV Guide offered a similar description, calling the show "a part of Antiques Roadshow, a pinch of Los Ink and a pinch of COPS"[8] Numerous local experts in a variety of fields also seem to regularly evaluate the
items sold or put in pledge, two of which went ahead to their spin-off programs. Antique Restorer/metal artist Rick Dale is the star of the first spin-off of the series, the American Restoration, which had the precedence in October 2010[9][10][11] andmechanical/automatic restoration Danny "The Count" Koker star in the second spin-off, spin-off, Auto, which debuted on August 13, 2012.[12][13 The 16th season of the show debuted on January 21, 2019, in a new time format. [14] The story and format of the Pawn Stars production began with Brent Montgomery
and Colby Gaines of Leftfield Pictures, who were struck by the array of eclectic and somewhat flashy pedestrian shops in Las Vegas during a 2008 weekend visit to the city. Thinking these stores might contain unique characters, they looked for a family-run store. The Gold & Silver Pawn Shop was located less than two miles from the Las Vegas Strip.[15] It was the subject of a 2001 PBS documentary,[16] and manager and part-owner Rick Harrison tried unsuccessfully to launch a show based on his store for four years. [19] The series was originally launched at
HBO, although the network preferred the series to have been a Taxicab Confessions-style series that took place at the Gold & Silver Night Window. [20] The format eventually evolved into the familiar now familiar pattern used on the series. [21] History president Nancy Dubuc, who had been tasked with creating the programming with a more populist appeal to balance the network’s in-depth military programming, picked up the series, which was initially titled Pawning History, before a Leftfield staff suggested that Pawn Stars fit better with the venue. [22]
The network agreed, believing the name to be more pleasant and easily remembered. [21] The staff adjusted its history line to bring it into line with the network brand, which included camera experts evaluating the items brought to Gold & Silver, although it did not deter interpersonal conflicts between the stars of the show. [15] World Famous Gold & Silver Dress Shop in 2010 The series was filmed in location at the World Famous Gold & Silver Pawn Shop in Las Vegas, Nevada. Although jewellery is the most commonly stalked item at the Gold & Silver Pawn
Shop,[23] most of the customers featured in the episodes bring a variety of vintage or antique items to the store, which has 12,000 items in its inventory as of July 2011[24] (5,000 of which are usually stalked).[25] Each episode It consists of segments dedicated to about five or six of these items, in which one of the staff members, usually Rick Harrison When the buyer is not able to evaluate an item, they consult with a competent expert who can evaluate it to determine its authenticity and its potential value, and in the case of items that need to be repair, the
cost of restoration or preparation of the object for sale. Who is evaluating the item goes beyond the potential value with the client, including the expert’s opinion, if one is given, often interspersed with an interview in which the basis of his decision to the viewer. A price chart at the bottom corner of the screen provides the ever-changing dollar amount like the two haggles on the item price. Sometimes, Rick will acquire objects in need of restoration before determining its restoration costs, thus taking the risk of such costs. [26] The interpersonal narratives that
focus on the relationship and conflicts between Rick, Corey, Old Man and the childhood friend of Corey, Austin "Chumlee" Russell, who also works at the store, also include episode plots. These usually concern subjects on store management, the elderly Harrisons questioning Corey's judgment,[27][28] and aspersions throw on Chumlee's intelligence and expertise. [29] Before the second trade break, a request for trivia to several items relating to the store and its inventory, cast members or one of the articles present, with the answer given after the break;
starting from the episode Season 8 "A Very Vegas Christmas", a trivia question is asked in every commercial break. In addition to copying imitators and clones, such as the Hardcore Pawn TV series, and Cajun Pawn Stars' story, Pawn Stars' success was a boon at the Gold & Silver Pawn Shop, which became a Las Vegas tourist site,[21] and expanded its activity accordingly. Originally average between 70 and 100 customers per day, the traffic of the store increased to more than 1,000 by October 2010. To manage the increased business, the store has assumed
almost 30 new employees,[30] and has undergone a $400,000 expansion of their two-third showroom, at 15,000 square feet,[21] the tenth expansion of the store since it opened. [31] Rick Harrison also mentioned in the episode of the fourth season "Over the Top" which was building a gym over the Pawn Store for the use of staff. The store also now sells its own merchandise brand, whose designs come from fans entering design competitions on Facebook, which saves Harrisons the cost of hiring professional designers. The presence of the staff on Facebook and
Twitter also ensures the audience during the nightclub's local appearances, so Corey Harrison and Chumlee Russell are paid $1,000 per night. [3] As a result of filming at the store, however, the four main cast members only work the main counter during the days of shooting, due to laws requiring the identity of customers who pawn articles to remain reserved, and tourists and fans to take photos and videos in the showroom that would preclude this. When shooting episodes of the series, the store is temporarily closed to the public, with only a handful of
experienced customers admitted in the showroom. [16][32] In July 2011, Harrison signed a record renewal contract of 80 episodes for another four seasons of the series. [3] After beingbroadcast during its first four years on Monday at 22:00 ET, the program moved to Thursday evening at 21:00 ET on May 30, 2013,[33] replacing Swamp People, who moved an hour later at 22:00 ET.[34] The program also a new opening and theme song, "Winning is Everything", performed by Lynyrd Skynyrd.[33] June 12th, the opening was replaced by a different theme music

which debuted in June 2014.[40][41] Richard Benjamin "The Old Man" Harrison, Rick's father and Corey's grandfather, and the founder and co-owner of the pawn shop, which he opened in 1989[2] He was usually called "The Old Man", which was earned in the 38-year-old, according to the episode "Fired Up. Original of Lexington, North Carolina,[43] was the first to arrive at the store in the morning,[44] and had not had a sick day since 1994.[45] He was a veteran of the United States Navy for twenty years. He was particularly fond of cars, showing an interest

polishing jewelry at the age of nine.[50] He is now in charge of day-to-day operations at the store, and 30 of his employees,[51] make the most purchases of anyone in the world. shop, and is trained by Rick to become the boss one day. Corey often clashes with his father and grandfather over his knowledge of the store’s inventory,[52] his managerial responsibilities,[27] and his general judgment of sales,[53] particularly the purchase of expensive items.[28] Following surgery in the gastric band in 2010 and a change in his diet, he was very much at odds with
his father and grandfather. Harrison’s weight dropped from 365 lbs (166 kg) to about 250 lbs (113 kg) by July 2011.[citation required] In season six, he tells the older Harrisons that he will take a job in another business if he doesn’t get a 10% share in the store.[54] He remains with the store after receiving a raise and a 5% partnership with the possibility of a greater stake in the business in the future.[55] Austin “Chumlee” Russell started working at the store when he was 21.[56] Chumlee received the nickname at the age of 12 from a childhood friend’s
father, who gave him the nickname. his name from the Tennessee walrus Tuxedo.[57][58][59][59][59] He does work behind the counter at the store, such as testing items, loading them,[58] and writing tickets for items bought by others.[60] He is often the target of other people’s pranks for his alleged lack of intelligence. Incompetence,[29][58] for whom he has been called a “village idiot”.[42][59][61] “Pinball Wizards”, much to Corey’s surprise, as an example of one of the areas in which he is an expert. Chumlee then shows her ability to repair a gas toy car

In the episode “Rope a
Dope”, she is punished for being late with Chumlee, who has an unrequited affection for her. She reluctantly Rick evaluates a box of Playboy magazines in “Peaches & Pinups”, despite his disgust for the task. The Old Man asks her where Chumlee is in “Chum Goes AWOL.” She is also seen socializing with other store staff in the closing scene of “Confederate Conundrum.” Olivia Black & A night employee hired in season five. He’s one of Corey and Chumlee’s favorites because of his appeal when they screen candidates in “Learning the Ropes.” She was hired,
after being interviewed by Rick and The Old Man on “Crosby, Stills and Cash”, and began her training on “Les is More.” In Corey’s “Big Burn” she is shown working with night clients with Chumlee, although Rick and The Old Man worry that the double shifts Chumlee is working as a result of volunteering to train her (who perceive to be motivated only by her attraction to her) might be too much for him. Black was fired from the show on December 19, 2012, when his 2008 nude modeling work for the soft porn site SuicideGirls was revealed. [64][65] Although
fired from the show, she was not fired from the store where she continued to work, although off camera. After leaving the store.[66] He also returned to SuicideGirls and took a new photo for them four days after he was fired. [67] Antwaun Austin works as a bouncer in the shop. Antwaun Austin[68][69] & The store security guard is 6’5”[70]. [68] Usually seen in the background, Antwaun sometimes sells T-shirt store to people who come in, helps customers bring in large items, and, when needed, removes customers who are unruly or disruptive. She was hired as an intern in the Season 8 episode “What Happens in Vegas”[77] and then
promoted to a part-time paid at the store in season 9's episode "Ponys and Phonies". Phonies." sometimes they are called by the pawn shop to determine the authenticity and value of the items brought and, in some cases, to restore them. American, a set of spin-offs at Rick’s Restoration and with Dale and his staff, which was prominent in October 2010.[9][10][11] Tony Dee Antique Firearms Expert, who operates The Gun Store.[94] Bob Demel Expert in Antique Weapons, Military and Other Types of Antique, and Owner of Antique’s, Armor Historical, Coto de Caza, California[95] Ferdinand Geitner Master Watchmaker and clockmaker, clock expert, and owner of the Montecito Clock Gallery.[96][97] Craig Gottlieb Firearms and military antiques expert, and owner of Craig Gottlieb Military
Antiques.[98][99] Like Rick, he also appears in the United Stuff of America series.[100] Mark Hall-Patton Expert in 20th century artefacts and history, and trustee of the Clark County Heritage Museum and Howard W. Cannon Aviation Museum at McCarran Airport.[101][102] Hall-Patton, affectionately nicknamed The Beard of Knowledge, is the expert most often consulted by Harrisons.[103] Unlike most of the experts on the show, Hall-Patton never gives a financial estimate of the value of an object, preferring only to establish authenticity and historical
significance. This is in line with the Code of Ethics of the International Council of Museums and many museum policies against staff providing monetary valuations.[105] Although the Clark County Museum was little known outside of Las Vegas, and has no advertising budget, annual attendance has increased almost 70% from 2012, reaching 42,000 in 2013.[106] As Rick Harrison, He Also in the United Stuff of America series.[107] Johnny Jimenez Antique Toys Expert, and owner of the Las Vegas Toy Shack.[108][109] Steve Johnston Antique Toy Expert and
Rogue Toy Owner. An original episode broadcast on January 24, 2011 was seen by 7 million viewers, the most viewed television broadcast ever on history, according to the network and the Nielsen Media Research.[3] In 2011 she was the second most listened television series in the story after Jersey Shore, with 7.6 million viewers.[140] In 2016, a New York Times study of 50 television programs with the largest number of "Like" on Facebook found that Pawn Stars were more popular in Kentucky campaigns.[141] Critical welcome Christopher Long, reviewing the DVD of the first
season for DVD Town, praised the series for his cast and educational valueObjects examined, calling it'addictive'and'a great winner', and it was said: is the best show on History and maybe cable. [42] In a number of TV Guides, writer Rob Moynihan included the show in a list of "corporation jewelry". [8] April McIntyre of Monsters and Critics, whose negative vision of pedestrian shops influenced his vision of the setting of the series, reviewed an episode of the series, which labeled an "cool Antiques Roadshow". Although he found aspects of it interesting, he
criticized what he perceived as an emphasis on cheap laughter at the expense of the patriarch Richard Harrison on the historical material of the show, as well as the weight of Corey Harrison. In the end it saw the potential for the series if the aspects of it that found to be in bad taste were braked. [142] The Gary Strauss of USA Today claimed that bickering among Harrisons, as well as customers seen in the store, is "alternatively fun and rewarding". People's magazine wrote about the show, "Think Antiques Roadshow, but with neon and many other tattoos."
[143] Some viewers of the story have been declared displeased with how the series of reality such as Pawn Stars and Swamp People replaced some of the previous network programming. [140] The series also attracted some criticism from other pawnbrokers, which, while giving its entertainment value, argue that the attention of the series on the extravagant vintage items brought in the Gold & Silver Pawn Shop are not typical of the average pedestrian shop, whose activity is based on individuals on fixed income that lead in conventional objects in order to pay
their bills, such as electronics, tools and jewelry. Corey Grigson and Charles Brown, who own a store called Pawn Stars, estimates that their average loan to a customer is between $50 and $100. They also emphasize that the evaluations are managed by the staff, who rely on experience, reference work and research, and not on external experts who are often seen on the show helping the Harrisons.[144] The success of the series has also lent itself to the parody. At the NHL Awards in June 2011 in Las Vegas,[145] the Hanson Brothers of the film Slap Shot
appeared in a spoof sketch in which they try to sell the Stanley Cup to Harrison at Gold & Silver. [146] Awards and honors In 2010, Rick Harrison and the Gold and Silver Pawn Shop staff were awarded by the Pawnbroker of the Year Award by the National Pawnbrokers Association to bring the industry's greatest recognition and a better image with the TV show. [147] On July 17, 2012, Clark County Commission declared that that day would be "Pawn Stars/Gold & Silver Pawn Day". During the meeting of the Commission, Richard "The Old Man" Harrison
donated $1,000 to the Clark County Heritage Museum, and lent the U.S. Senate chair used by Senator Patrick McCarran (sold to gold and silver)Pawn Stars "Take a Seat") at the museum as part of a display on Senator McCarran.[148] Legal issues in October 2012, A+E Networks and History, as well as members of the cast countyfor interference with commercial practices of Wayne Jefferies, promoter of Las Vegas[149] and Harrison's manager, who represented them and Austin Lee "Chumlee" Russell in their television activities.[150] Jefferies, who was
instrumental in helping launch the show,[151][152] states that after the first show, His influence in the show has always been reduced, and in the end he has been fired and left without his promised share of taxes and royalty merchandising of the series. Jefferies says this happened after a January 2012 that spread the story on TMZ indicating that the cast of Pawne Stars was surprised by the launch of the story of the spinoff Cajun Pawne Stars, of which the cast was unknown.[149] On March 9, 2016, Chumle's house was raided during an investigation into
allegations of sexual violence. During the searches of his residence, police found crystal meth, marijuana, Xanax and many firearms. Evidence of possible cocaine use was also found. In March 2016, "Chumle" Russell pled guilty to charges arising from the discovery of an arsenal of weapons, marijuana and other drugs by police in his home in Las Vegas.[153] Spin-off and similar Leftfield series following the success of Pawne Stars, Leftfield Pictures created the following spin-offs by Pawne Stars: the American Restoration was the first spin-off by Pawne Stars.

he faced before entering the pawn trade, as well as anecdotes from his time at the Silver Gold. In addition, The Old Man, Corey and Chumle have their chapters in the book, reflecting on their lives and experiences at the pawn shop.[165] In October 2011, the Redwood Hills Financial Group released the Modern Cash Concerned MasterCard Limited Edition: Gold &D, Debt Card prepaid in Silver Pawne Shop, in a special connection with the Gold and Silver Pawner Shop. [166] In September 5, 2012, it was announced that Bally Technologies would inaugurate a
new slot machine with the cast of Pawne Stars the month following the 2012 Global Gaming Expo.[167] which took place October 2-4, 2012 in Las Vegas.
